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Despite the repeated condemnations of international
law, the State of Israel has continued its illegal
occupation and settlement policies in Palestine.
Contrary to human rights law and the demands of the
United Nations, Israel has refused to allow Palestinian
refugees their right to return to their homes and
properties. Policies of military rule, collective punish-
ment, assassinations, unjust and random detentions,
targeting of water supplies, attacks on civilians, and
destruction of Palestinian civil infrastructure and
society have been repeatedly condemned by voices
of conscience internationally. Despite this, Israel
continues to perpetrate its oppression.

Starbucks Coffee is an international symbol of
American corporate power and influence and has
spread throughout the world—including expanding its
Israeli franchises throughout the period since Sep-
tember 2000 of Israeli attack upon Palestinians.
Beyond Starbucks’ corporate insistence upon
expanding its own trade with Israel, its corporate
chairman, Howard Schultz, is well-known for his
advocacy on behalf of the Israeli state. Schultz has
traveled around the country speaking in support of
the actions of the Israeli government, and was indeed
awarded recognition for his pro-Israel activities by the
Aish Ha'Torah foundation. He has repeatedly encour-
aged pro-Israel advocacy within the United States.
Across the US and around the world, Starbucks has
been a symbol of corporate power—it is also a
symbol of corporate complicity in the oppressive
policies of the State of Israel.
